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Director Hayami Yoko
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CIRAS (Center for Information Resources of Area
Studies) is a centre founded within the Center for
Southeast Asian Studies (CSEAS), Kyoto University. Its
objective is to manage the Joint Usage/Research Center
designated by MEXT, which formerly was a program
within the Center for Integrated Area Studies (CIAS). In
January 2017, CIAS and CSEAS were integrated to form
the new CSEAS. Now, the new CSEAS holds within
it two Joint Usage/Research Centers, CIRAS, and the
International Program for Collaborative Research (IPCR).

The data materials used in area studies constitute
varied sources such as written and printed materials,
images, video, audio recordings, etc., that are dispersed
in innumerable research institutions. The immediate
issue for area studies is to enable researchers to use
the enormous and increasing amount of digitalized data
in cyberspace. CIRAS is working to make available and
share these varied materials by integrating all of the
dispersed data. It is amassing and arranging various data
necessary for area studies, and constructing database
systems that can be used to understand the area that
we study, make more accurate future predictions,
disseminate acquired knowledge, and develop new ways
of doing area studies.

In today’s world where the flow of people, goods, and
money across borders is increasing in mass and speed,
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changes in one region will immediately affect other
regions globally. Area studies inevitably need the data
gathered from correlating and comparing information
across regions, and understand how each region mutually
interacts with one another. CIRAS makes use of region-
based information to promote such cross-regional area
studies.

In the mid-term evaluation of the Joint Usage/Research
Center performed in FY2018 by MEXT, the crucial question
posed to us was how CSEAS intended to evolve its
research based on these two centres, CIRAS and IPCR.
With that in mind, this fiscal year at CIRAS, we redesigned
our research modules by eliminating some of the existing
frameworks of joint-research units and promoted new
multi-disciplinary efforts between humanities and the
sciences, as well as a new orientation in area studies
towards deeper social engagement and collaborations.
To widen the perspectives for the future of CSEAS, we
endeavour to further reinforce our function as a centre
of area studies. By enhancing and making use of the
accumulated data system and networks of all those
involved in the collaborative research, we hope to better
equip ourselves towards developing new area studies that
can tackle the increasingly complex current-day issues of
the world. For this, we seek continued cooperation from all
of you, our colleagues in the community of area studies.

The Center for Information Resources of Area Studies (CIRAS) promotes two primary functions: (1) Integration and
Sharing of Information Resources for Area Studies (Area Informatics) and (2) Cross-Regional Area Studies. In FY 2019,
we accepted 15 proposals from the public for Joint Usage/Research Projects related to one or both of the above. Three
frameworks were set up and research activities were strengthened during the call for proposals: (1) Supporting Young
Scholars to promote the support of young scholars; (2) JCAS to increase cooperation with Area Studies communities;
and (3) Methodologies for Area Studies that utilize the characteristics of a Joint Usage/Research Center of Area Studies
without area names. This handbook briefly introduces the research objectives and expected results of all 15 selected
projects.

CIRAS supports research activities carried out by young scholars. Specifically, financial assistance for travel expenses for
participation in international conferences, for editing cost for articles in foreign languages including English, for submitting
fees to international academic journals, and for publishing discussion papers is given to the researchers.

Inter-Regional Comparative Research on Resource Policies in
Asia and Latin America

The beginning of the twenty-first century has seen further acceleration of globalization. Due to this, countries across
the globe have developed diverse industrial structures that required various resource policies. From the perspective of the
global economy, energy demands from domestic businesses and consumers increased in East Asian and Southeast Asian
countries, including China, which have achieved drastic economic growth centered around the manufacturing industry.
Meanwhile, the policy focus in Latin American countries has been on mining-related incentives and regulations for foreign
companies, as there has been an increase in the export of primary products such as energy, metals, and foods in these
countries. While there is a difference between these regions in terms of their roles within the global economy, certain
Asian countries are major exporters of energy and metal resources. It is certain that this has led Latin American countries
to amend their policies on energy consumption. Moreover, industrial operations by government-owned companies have
recently been recognized as a common policy focus between these regions.

The aim of this study is to compare the energy and mining resource policies of Asia and Latin America to highlight their
differences and similarities. The study then elucidates policy issues that both regions experienced up to the early twenty-
first century.

Significance of the study:

There has been an increase in geopolitical interest in energy policies in the US and Middle East. Technical studies, such
as geological and mineralogical studies, have explored developmental policies for resources such as mining resources.
On the other hand, there has been a dearth of research into energy and mining resource policies, which are common in
developing countries. The significance of this study is that it aims to close this gap.

In Latin American countries, resource development has dramatically expanded due to incentive policies for foreign-
invested companies since the 1980s. However, the countries started experiencing various issues from the early twenty-
first century. There is a tendency for existing studies to perceive regulations for foreign-invested companies and policies
for areas with a high level of inequality as redistribution policies. Such studies also tend to discuss these regulations and
policies from the unique perspective of the history of exploitation. Meanwhile, certain studies consider resource policies
in East Asian and Southeast Asian countries as part of industrial supply. These policies have been viewed differently from
those in Latin American countries. However, resource policies in all of these countries constitute the core of their national
development, politics, and economies and require active intervention by the government. Therefore, they should have
been managed in various political phases and given rise to issues that are common among the countries. The significance
of this study is that it elucidates such policy issues in the early twenty-first century by comparing, questioning, and
redefining them.

Muslim Communities and Family Norms in Central Eurasia:
A Comparison with the Middle East

People in the settlement areas of Central Eurasia—namely, the Volga-Ural region of Russia (the middle and lower Volga
basin, the southern Ural Mountains) and the oasis area of Central Asia (Uzbekistan)—have historically maintained Islamic
norms in their communities. They were ruled by the Russian Empire, followed by the Soviet Union; however, the latter had
a negative attitude toward religion. This study aims to comprehensively elucidate and present a more complete picture
of the legal and moral family-related norms followed by such Muslim communities from the late nineteenth century to the
present. Apart from this, this study attempts a comparative analysis of such Muslim communities in Central Eurasia and
similar communities in the Middle East (especially in Egypt) to clearly understand the influence of the Russian Empire and
the USSR on Central Eurasian communities, and to provide a better understanding of the distinctions amongst Muslim
communities in Central Eurasia.

This study also presents the application of Islamic family laws and norms derived from Islam from the late nineteenth
century to the early period of the Soviet Union. Further, it examines the consciousness of family norms among people
during the Soviet era, specifically from 1960s to the 1980s, as wage labor for married women had become popular by this
time under the Soviet norms. This study also describes in detail the changes that occurred in family- and gender-related
norms after years of Perestroika and the demise of the Soviet Union, as people began to view Islam in a more positive
light post this period.

Significance of the study:

The theme of Islamic family norms in Central Eurasia accompanies two strong discourses. The first discourse, which
could be considered an “Orientalist” one, paints Muslim men as dominant and women as oppressed. The second
discourse, conversely, shows that women in Central Eurasia were emancipated, thanks to Soviet norms. However, recent
studies have pointed out various facts that contradict the above discourses. For instance, we know that Muslim men
cannot get married if they are unable to pay mahr (dower paid to a bride/ wife). At the same time, Soviet norms are being
criticized today because, under the Soviet norms, women had to engage in both wage work as well as household work.
However, these claims are yet to be comprehensively discussed as experts, too, are struggling to offer a more complete
picture of the situation.

In this collaborative research, on the one hand, two historian-philologists and two anthropologists studying Muslim
families and the Islamic gender norms in the Volga-Ural region or in Central Asia share the results of their study. On the
other hand, an anthropologist specializing in Muslim families in the Middle East (in Egypt) provides a perspective for a
comparative study between the Muslim families in Central Eurasia and the Middle East. This study should be considered
to be significant as it will help further clarify the aforementioned issues through cross-disciplinary discussion and
consideration.

Historical Transition of Dynamic Environmental Utilization by Swidden
Agriculture in Montane Mainland Southeast Asia

Science, Gifu University)

Swidden agriculture has been widely adopted in the mountainous areas of mainland Southeast Asia. To date,
evaluations of this agricultural method have been focused not only on arable land but also fallow land, which is used
for various purposes such as harvesting versatile plants and breeding livestock. It has been stated that the most notable
characteristic of swidden agriculture is that fallow land can be proactively and efficiently used. The principal investigator
has been studying literature on swidden agriculture in Northern Laos. The literature states that people in the area were
creating a secondary environment within an environment that was close to native forest until approximately 100 years
ago. However, livestock breeding, which is widespread at present, was extremely rare at that time. Moreover, no evidence
was found in the literature that land was efficiently used in accordance with the ecological succession of vegetation
through means such as harvesting forest products. This suggests that while it has been considered that the efficient use
of fallow land is an important characteristic of swidden agriculture, the method may have been created more recently
than believed. It is probably the case that people in the area have flexibly changed their farming methods based on their
relationships with the surrounding communities over a long period of time. This study aims to elucidate historical changes
in swidden agriculture in the area by reviewing the following types of literature: past study reports by explorers, records
by journalists and migrants, academic papers published to date, and books.

Significance of the study:

Swidden agriculture in mainland Southeast Asia was performed in a secondary environment in the past. While it has
been considered that the current form of swidden agriculture is a traditional agricultural method, there is the possibility
that it may have had completely different characteristics in the past. Records by Pavie and Izikowitz from approximately
100 years ago, for example, suggest that, firstly, while a considerable amount of work is currently required to remove
weeds, such work was almost unnecessary at that time; secondly, swidden agriculture was adopted as a trap to catch
wild animals because serious pest damage was experienced due to the abundant wildlife, and the people largely
relied on hunting for their livelihood; and thirdly, while upland rice is mainly grown at present, the scale of upland rice-
growing was smaller in the past, and other grains and millets, such as corn or buckwheat, were grown more widely.
It is probably the case that, in contrast to the findings of existing studies, such characteristics have flexibly changed in
accordance with changes in the ecological system of farming areas and the socioeconomic environment in wide areas.
Examples of such changes include an increase in weeds and a decrease in wildlife due to shortened fallow periods, and
the commercialization of rice and its adoption as a main crop due to an increase in the demand for rice in lowlands. The
significance of this study is that it relativizes swidden agriculture, which has long been considered a traditional farming
method, from a long-term perspective by examining the above aspects.

Geoinformatics Analysis of Classical Western Music:
The Synchrony and Diachrony of Musical Themes

The aim of this study is to objectively elucidate the musical characteristics of Western music in various areas and times.
Recent studies include a comparative analysis of the themes of works by British and French composers and a comparative
analysis of the themes of works by French and German composers. On the other hand, no studies have been conducted
that systematically discuss the structure of musical themes and their synchrony and diachrony by using large-scale data.
Thus, this study digitizes and quantitatively analyzes the themes of approximately 10,000 works in A Dictionary of Musical
Themes (Barlow and Morgenstern (1975) 1983). The study covers all composers in the publications. A study group
consisting of researchers in various fields including statistical science, information science, psychology, musicology, political
science, and area studies will validate the results in a multi-faceted manner and elucidate the characteristics of Western
music in various regions and periods.

Significance of the study:

This study elucidates regional differences and chronological changes in the structures of the themes of Western music.
The significance of this study is that it aims to shed light on various music-anthropological issues (the relationship between
music and human behavior) that have been subjectively and arbitrarily discussed to date. In order to achieve this, the
study elucidates music characteristics in certain regions and periods, which are within the scope of this study, from a
quantitative perspective. Also, the study digitizes A Dictionary of Musical Themes with the aim of building a database of
themes that can be used by researchers in a wide range of disciplines. This will allow multi-faceted investigations into the
theories by Reti (1978) and Meyer (1989). The themes of Western music are particularly important in analyzing musical
works in the fields of the aesthetics of music, music psychology, and musical information processing. Providing the themes
of Western music in generic, digitized formats may make a significant contribution to the development of cross-disciplinary
studies even after the present study is completed.

Social Status of Muslim Women in Southeast Asia

Mitsunari Ayumi (Undergraduate Courses, Tsuda University), Kaneko Nao (Department of International
Communication, Nagasaki University of Foreign Studies), Shinozaki Kaori (Faculty of Foreign Studies, the
University of Kitakyushu), Nishi Yoshimi (Center for Southeast Asian Studies, Kyoto University)

This study examines a moral dilemma and the process of conformity between Islam and modern norms surrounding
the social status of Muslim women in the multi-religious society of Southeast Asia. Specifically, the study elucidates
discussions held within Muslim communities following an increase in the number of Muslim women working outside the
home in post-WWII times. Since political forums are male dominated, issues unique to women have not been sufficiently
discussed. Instead, periodic publications such as newspapers, magazines, and journals played an important role in
providing opportunities for people to discuss the issues. The monthly Malay magazine Qalam, which was continuously
published over the course of 20 years from 1950 to 1969 is exceptional in that its publication was never suspended
during the period and suitable for chronological analysis, whereas most periodic publications were issued only for a short
period of time. It is a highly valuable reference document for the analysis of trends in Muslim communities during the
changing phases. In investigating how women'’s social status was discussed from a general Muslim perspective, this study
focuses on the 1001 Questions” column, in which Islamic intellectuals answer questions from readers. The study then
presents the findings together with a complete Japanese translation of “1001 Questions”. Copies of all articles from Qalam
are owned by the CSEAS and made public. This study uses the CSEAS reference materials.

Significance of the study:

Muslim women in Southeast Asia started participating in the public domain by taking advantage of opportunities for
education and employment in the mid-twentieth century, which was a time of decolonization and the foundation of
nation-states. However, little research has been conducted into the actual situation at that time due to absence of suitable
materials. The magazine Qalam is a valuable reference that can be used to close the gap in social history especially
because the magazine featured issues concerning women—it included a series of editorials on women throughout
almost its entire publication period. A study group Romanized original text of the “1001 Questions”, analyzed contents,
and translated it into Japanese through joint projects. To date, the group has elucidated that Qalam viewed issues
related to women’s social status as deriving from the everyday lives of Muslims in areas such as marriage and divorce,
as well as education and occupations for women. Based on the
accumulated findings, this study analyzes the impact of changes
in Muslim women’s social status on Muslim society.

Interdisciplinary Study on the History of the Production,
Distribution, and Use of Herbal Resources in Asia:
Toward a Global History Seen from Materials

This study aims to provide a historical glimpse at the production, distribution, and use of medicinal herb resources
in Asia with a particular focus on cinnamon, which is one of the major tropical plant resources in the mountainous
areas of mainland Southeast Asia. The principal investigator has previously revealed that the continuous import of
Vietnamese cinnamon to early modern Japan, including the period of national seclusion policy, had a significant impact
on Vietnamese society. Vietnamese cinnamon was imported through red seal ship trading and was highly evaluated in
Japan for its quality as an herbal medicine. This study refers to such findings and is jointly conducted with an expert in
the history of Asian ginseng in Korea and cardamom in Cambodia, an anthropologist focusing on traditional medicine,
and an expert in ecology. The study then aims to elucidate the following: how medicinal herb resources were produced,
distributed, and used while there were changes in maritime trade in Asia and wide area markets since early modern times;
and how various local communities in East Asia and Southeast Asia were connected with each other through medicinal
herb resources.

Significance of the study:

Most historical studies to date on versatile plant resources including cinnamon have been conducted in the context
of the spice trade in mainly the European market. However, in fact, as Dr. Yamawaki Teijiro has pointed out, Japan was
importing a large amount of cinnamon through red seal ship trading in the seventeenth to nineteenth centuries, so a
large medicinal herb market existed mainly in East Asia. A large amount of various medicinal herb resources, including
cinnamon, were distributed through trade between Asian countries. This had a significant impact on local communities.
This study examines the history of the production, distribution, and use of such medicinal herbal resources in early
modern times. It also compares and discusses plant resources in multiple areas from anthropological and ecological
perspectives, in order to investigate how growers (those who planted and harvested the resources) determined the
value of the resources, selected species, arranged production (including the rearrangement of fields), and reallocated
resources under various conditions, such as the culture of the local society, trends in international market demands,
and changes in the biophysical environment. In so doing, the study provides new insight into the historical relationship
between local communities and the global economy. It is hoped that the findings of this study will provide a perspective
that may contribute to building a harmonious and sustainable resource use model that links local communities and the
international market.

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Culture and Identity of Indonesian Chinese in the Post-Suharto Era:
Focusing on the Networks between Indonesian Chinese and Other Regions

In post-Suharto Indonesia, inclusion policies related to the representation and practice of the culture of overseas
Chinese in Indonesia were implemented. In line with this movement, overseas Chinese communities in the various areas
of Indonesia have been proactively restoring and regenerating their own culture. However, given that assimilation policies
had been implemented for approximately 30 years prior to this movement, it is questionable if a sense of themselves as
overseas Chinese would suddenly develop and if the ethnic culture would immediately be restored. It may be possible
that there are subtle signs that suggest a restoration of overseas Chinese culture in Indonesia. This study sheds light on the
actual situation of cultural restoration by overseas Chinese in post-Suharto Indonesia from the perspectives of historical
interactions and network building between Indonesian Chinese and those in other areas such as Malaysia, Singapore,
Hong Kong, and mainland China.

Significance of the study:

A plethora of studies have been conducted on the situation of self-representation, the practice of ethnic culture, and
cultural restoration by overseas Chinese in post-Suharto Indonesia. These Chinese were oppressed during the Suharto
era. The previous studies describe how these Chinese carefully restored their own culture while considering the cultural
policy and framework that were formulated during the Suharto era. This study focuses on the following factors: firstly,
the historical background of various kinds of work related to the restoration of overseas Chinese culture in Indonesia;
and secondly, the cumulative effect and historical foundation of such work. In so doing, the study mainly examines the
creation of cultural networks between overseas Chinese communities in Indonesia and those outside Indonesia (cultural
interactions), as well as the roles played by such networks.

Existing studies on Indonesian Chinese have pointed out that these Chinese have been in a cultural vacuum for 30
years. The present study questions this perspective. Collaboration between Chinese associations in Medan and those
in Penang, Malaysia involving people-to-people exchanges and cultural activities at both the organization and individual
levels, for instance, were never discontinued over the 30-year period. The existence of such cultural networks may have
been a sign of, and modest support for, the current cultural restoration movement by overseas Chinese in Indonesia.

Various aspects and related factors are immanent in the survival and regeneration of an ethnic culture. This study
provides a glimpse of the representation and practice of Indonesian Chinese culture in post-Suharto Indonesia from the
perspective of networks with external communities. The study then discusses the historical aspects of the survival of local
and ethnic culture. It is hoped that this will, at the same time, help connect the fragments of the history of people-to-
people exchanges between local communities and accordingly make a contribution to Southeast Asia area studies in a
broad sense.

US intervention in international politics in Central Eurasia and Afghanistan as well as EU policy in Central Asia have been
recognized as important issues in academia. Among them, China’s Belt and Road Initiative has been of particular interest
among researchers specializing in political discourses in these regions. While China, based on its political discourse,
has been making progress on policy for building the new Silk Road in Central Eurasia, few studies have examined the
following aspects: firstly, the impact of such a policy on the national identity and ethnicity of people in Central Eurasian
countries; and secondly, the views held by the general public toward the impact of the Chinese economy. This study aims
to overcome the above research issues and comprehensively analyze the following three aspects using a cross-disciplinary
approach. Firstly, the study discusses the relationship between Central Eurasian countries and China’s Silk Road concept
and its development of soft power, as well as strategies adopted in relation to the situation from the perspectives of
international relations and historical science. Secondly, it adopts anthropological methods in elucidating how Central
Eurasian countries and China perceive each other in terms of the views held by the general public. Thirdly, it analyzes the
impact of China’s approach to Central Eurasian countries, mainly including its new Silk Road concept, on the ethnic and
religious values of people in Central Eurasian countries and how these people perceive the approach.

Significance of the study:

Recent studies have pointed to the political aspects of China’s new Silk Road concept and international relations.
However, few comprehensive studies have been conducted on the perceptions of China’s policy by people in Central
Eurasian countries. There has been a dearth of comprehensive research that analyzes the impact of China’s various
economic policies on the perceptions of identity, future prospects, religion, and modernization among people in Central
Eurasian countries. Yuasa (2004) and Iwashita (2009) studied individual cases related to participation by Central Asian
countries in the Shanghai Cooperation Organisation and the Central Asia plus Japan dialog. Uyama and colleagues (2008)
provided an overview of historical relationships between Japan and Central Asian countries and Japan’s support of these
countries. Len (2007) provided an overview of Japan’'s policy in Central Asia. Another study investigated South Korea’s
policy in Central Asia (Fumagali 2013). However, these studies examined the characteristics of the relationships between
Central Eurasian countries and Japan, China, and South Korea at the policy level only. This study focuses on general
citizens and leverages the advantages of methodologies in international relations studies, historical science, cultural
anthropology, and sociology. The study particularly focuses on ordinary people,
who tend to be dealt with as citizens en masse in studies in the international
relations and political science fields. The study then highlights its cross-disciplinary
aspects and uniqueness while exploring perceptions held by ordinary people
through the methods of cultural anthropology. Thereafter, the study elucidates the
following aspects: firstly, the perceptions of people in Central Eurasian countries of
China’s current approach to these countries, mainly including China’s new Silk Road
concept; and secondly, the impact of such an approach on the ethnic and religious
values of people in Central Eurasian countries. In so doing, the study delineates the
multifaceted Chinese presence, as it is not simply a hegemonic nation or economic
superpower, as well as the country’s influence.

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Methodology

Disaster Response Considered from the Oral Tradition and Literature—
Focusing on the Representation of Rivers in Southeast Asia

It may not always be possible to tackle social issues even if their causes have been identified. This may be due to
reasons pertaining to international relations, politics, or the economy. Historically, people indirectly expressed disasters by
using metaphors and myths and shared their understandings of disasters and response measures within society. Legends
and literature have been adopted as media for communicating disasters, which cannot be directly spoken about, in an
alternative way.

In particular, rivers in Southeast Asia cause disasters such as floods and deluges, while they are still extremely important
to people’s lives as they are a source of water, which is essential for living and production. Certain river disasters are large
in scale and may be considered as being beyond the capacity of the local community.

This study collects cases of symbols associated with rivers and river-related events. It then investigates the historical
and social backgrounds to the symbols as well as the meanings connoted by the symbols. In so doing, the study
elucidates how people in Southeast Asia perceive social issues and how their perceptions have changed over time.

Significance of the study:

Historically, people in Asian countries have continuously invented unique methods of sharing social issues across
generations, ethnic groups, and national borders through legends and literature. This study elucidates how Southeast
Asian countries have been perceiving social issues from people’s perspectives by considering the fact that these countries,
which have seen an increase in China’s presence within their territories, are currently facing common issues deriving
from factors external to themselves. Also, in order to decode text in local languages and local contexts, the principal
investigator collaborates with the following people: a Japanese researcher in area studies who has lived in local areas for
a long time and has deep knowledge of the local languages and situations; and literature scholars and authors in Laos,
Cambodia, and Thailand. A team of researchers jointly deciphers text in local languages in line with the local contexts.
The study also shows how current water-related issues, namely issues of international environmental conservation and
disaster response, are symbolized in people’s everyday lives. Through this approach, the study will examine current issues
in Southeast Asian society within the framework of disaster response.

Updating the Perspectives of Studies on Rural Villages in
Vietnam under Globalization and Urbanization

Vietnam has seen drastic economic growth in its rural areas since the late 2000s. In its processe, a linkage between
rural villages and outside non-agricultural employment opportunities as well as consumption markets in urban areas or
foreign countries have been further reinforced. Even rural villages per se are increasingly urbanized. Recent studies on
rural Vietnam have yet to provide clear academic perspectives and frameworks for explaining the current situation in
which rural villages are significantly different from what it used to be. Therefore, this study aims to provide a new research
perspective by summarizing key discussion points in studies that have investigated rural villages where causation of socio-
economic changes has got increasingly complex and where diversification has increased even within a small area. The
study summarizes these points mainly from the perspectives of agricultural science, historical science, economics, and
sociology.

Specifically, the study builds a database of long-term village survey data that have been accumulated over the last
several years on the Red River Delta (mainly in Nam Binh Province) and the Mekong Delta (mainly in Tien Giang Province).
The study adopts the following perspectives: a mid-to-long-term perspective in examining the history of village formation
and that of agricultural activities and village development, and a short-term perspective in looking into occupational
diversification and changes in income gaps and family structures. Through this approach, the study attempts to provide
a perspective and possible research methods for understanding current changes in the society and economy of rural
Vietnam within a long-term, historical framework.

Significance of the study:

Members of the study group have, to date, collected village survey data that show the various aspects of rural
Vietnam, such as family structures, the level of education, employment structures, agricultural activities, and land usage.
In particular, the survey data for the Red River Delta are distinct in character of long-term data. They include findings
from archeological and historical studies since the formation of villages in the thirteenth century. Also, the results from
surveys in the Mekong Delta reflect a history of approximately 100 years since French colonization. A comparative study
of these long-term village survey data may help generalize the results from village surveys, which have traditionally been
dependent on individual case studies, by incorporating broader geographic areas and historical perspectives.

Making a Thesaurus of Tibetan Pastoralist Vocabulary,
Which Is in Danger of Disappearing

People in the dry areas in northern China, such as Tibet and Mongolia, have traditionally relied on pastoral agriculture
for their livelihoods and sourced their clothing, food, and dwellings from livestock. However, pastoral agriculture has
recently been identified as a cause of environmental degradation; policies have accordingly been formulated to encourage
pastoral workers to move to urban areas and change their jobs. Hence, pastoral activity has been decreasing.

Historically, pastoralists have raised their livestock only with simple tools without using large equipment; hence, pastoral
people have accumulated knowledge related to livestock management. For example, they have developed methods
for classifying livestock based on coat color and horn shape, as well as techniques for processing milk into various dairy
products. However, their knowledge is on the verge of extinction due to the decline of pastoralism.

Knowledge accumulated by pastoralists is a cultural heritage that reflects the history of relationships between humans
and nature in the area; such pastoral knowledge is closely linked with their language. Thus, the aim of this study is to
gather the vocabulary related to pastoral culture and compile a thesaurus of pastoral vocabulary in the Huangnan Tibetan
Autonomous Prefecture, Qinghai Province, northern China.

Significance of the study:

(1) Recording pastoral vocabulary, which is rapidly being lost

General linguistic surveys adopt a format consisting of approximately 2,000 words, including the names of body parts,
kinship terms, and commonly used verbs. However, the majority of pastoral vocabulary is not covered by this typical
format. The pastoral vocabulary is utilized in the pastoral livelihood; thus, it will be rapidly lost if the number of people
who engage in pastoral agriculture decreases. It is of utmost urgency to gather and record pastoralist vocabulary.
(2) Systematization of cultural elements in Tibetan pastoralism

The terms of pastoral vocabulary are embedded in their livelihood; therefore, it is difficult to understand the meaning
of each term without understanding their culture. Hence, we aim to extract essential factors of their pastoral livelihood
as cultural elements (e.g., grazing works, milking and milk processing, food culture, economic activity) and then make the
list of the cultural elements in Tibetan pastoralism. We will compile the pastoral vocabulary according to the list of the
cultural elements; by doing so, the meaning of each term would be easily comprehensible.

This study aims to, firstly, elucidate the process of restoring water sources in Okinawa; secondly, share the process with
Timor-Leste; and thirdly, construct a theory with a view toward securing diverse water sources by using the indigenous
knowledge of Timor-Leste.

The conflicts that occurred in Timor-Leste, up until the country declared independence in 2002, caused catastrophic
damage to its land and people’s lives, in both tangible and intangible ways. Moreover, the country’s traditional culture
is disappearing due to drastic, post-independence changes in the living environment. Indigenous knowledge, such as
techniques and systems for securing water sources, has been lost. As a result, Timor-Leste is currently suffering from
serious water shortages; for example, reservoirs that used to supply water throughout the year have dried up.

Similar to Timor-Leste, Okinawa has also been facing water shortages, which are characteristic of tropical and
subtropical islands. Okinawa and Timor-Leste have similar historical backgrounds, as both experienced damage and
confusion during and after war. However, it can be said that Okinawa has already achieved post-war restoration in terms
of securing water sources. Large-scale projects such as dam construction were implemented in Okinawa at certain times
in the past. However, since the prefecture was almost solely dependent on dams, it again experienced water shortages.
The prefecture then recognized that it is necessary for it to have various ways of securing water sources. At the same
time, the prefecture also recognized the importance of maintaining traditional knowledge for making water sources
sacred in the forms of utaki and uganju. Meanwhile, it is also of utmost urgency for Timor-Leste to secure small, diverse
water sources. Ego Lemos, who serves as a member on this study, has been visiting villages in Timor-Leste and explaining
the necessity of securing small water sources to local people from prior to the country’s independence. Seepage weirs for
maintaining water sources have been built, and trees have been planted in several villages. However, a linkage between
such work and the local culture and indigenous knowledge is yet to be built. Therefore, further work is required in order
to encourage local villagers to maintain the equipment and trees.

The significance of this study can be justified by the following two main rationales:

Firstly, the study reevaluates findings from existing studies and provides novel perspectives as it elucidates the process
of securing water sources in Okinawa. In so doing, it refers to findings from existing studies on sacred places.

Secondly, findings from this study may help develop relationship between academic findings and society, because the
findings may be shared and adopted as a model case by people in Timor-Leste. Hence, the findings may contribute to
overcoming issues in local communities in the country.

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Political Economy of the Fragmentation and Destabilization of
Developing Countries in a Low-Growing Era: Comparison between Latin
America and Southeast Asia

The beginning of the twenty-first century saw the expansion of capitalist economies at a global level. However,
countries with emerging markets lost confidence in around 2014. Since then, the global economy has slowed down. It is
expected that low economic growth will continue for a considerable period, even into the 2020s. This situation has forced
developing countries, including those with emerging markets, to review existing policies that were formulated based
on the assumption that the global economy would continue to grow and expand. The situation has also highlighted
structural issues inherent to developing countries, which have been tackling serious gaps between the haves and have-
nots. This is illustrated by the expression, “the middle-income trap.” which points to a situation in which the social and
economic growth of a country stagnates once the country attains a certain income level. In other words, the unstable
global economy has accelerated social fragmentation and confrontations. There has been a significant change in the
political climate that supported rapid economic growth until around 2010.

The aim of this study is to compare and analyze changes in the politics and economies of developing countries in
a low-growth phase, with a particular focus on Latin America and Southeast Asia. The study examines countries with
emerging markets (e.g., Brazil, Mexico, Chile, and Thailand) and those without (e.g., Peru, Cambodia, and Myanmar).
It then elucidates the similarities and differences within and between the regions in terms of the process of political
and economic change. Thereafter, the study discusses conditions for overcoming fragmentation, confrontations, and
instabilities.

Significance of the study:

The significance of this study is that it focuses on political-economic interactions and analyzes changes therein. A large
number of studies on the politics and economies of developing countries, including those with emerging markets, have
been conducted to date based on methodologies in various disciplines. On the other hand, little research has identified
changes in political-economic interactions as an analytical focus. Few studies have pointed to a situation in which
economic trajectories are largely affected by politics. This study focuses on Latin America and Southeast Asia in analyzing
political-economic interactions in detail.

The study also provides an opportunity for examining and validating analytical frameworks for inter-regional
comparison. This study organically combines the following two types of comparison: firstly, comparisons within Latin
America and those within Southeast Asia; and secondly, comparisons between Latin America and Southeast Asia. The
study sheds light on similarities and differences within and between the regions through such a multifaceted comparison.
This comparative method was developed through the following preceding joint research project, in which the principal
investigator participated: the Kyoto University CIRAS Center cross-disciplinary joint research project, entitled “Regional
Relations in Restoring Order” (FY 2015 to FY 2018; Principal investigator: Yusuke Murakami); the Study Group for Latin
American Politics and Economies, the Research Institute for Economics and Business Administration, Kobe University; and
the Asia-Pacific Research Unit, Kyoto University. While the research project examined Central and Eastern Europe, this
study focuses on Southeast Asia in validating the effectiveness of the comparative method.
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Re-Narration of Internal Conflicts in Southeast Asian Films:
Healing of the Rifts and the Reconstruction of Society

This study analyzes what kinds of rift were created as a result of civil wars in Southeast Asia and how such events
are currently interpreted. Civil wars occurred between the Malayan Communist Party, colonial governments, and post-
independence governments in Malaysia and Singapore due to differences in opinion on the timing of independence and
the concept of post-independence state formation. In Indonesia, a civil war occurred between the army and political
Islam and the Communist Party of Indonesia during the transition to the Suharto regime. Conflicts over sovereignty in post-
independence Timor-Leste resulted in the Indonesian occupation of East Timor. Thereafter, a civil war occurred between
the two states as Timor-Leste attempted to end the Indonesian occupation. The relationships between the perpetrators
and victims of violence were generated, and social rifts, such as family separation, were widened during the above
processes. Narratives of such social chasms had long been suppressed so as not to give rise to further conflicts. However,
an increasing number of films that re-narrate modern history, with reference to such rifts, have been created since the
2000s. This study refers to these films in analyzing the attempts at healing social rifts and reconstructing society.

Significance of the study:

It is still difficult to openly discuss the social rifts resulting from civil wars in Southeast Asia. This is because doing so
would divide people living in the same society into a perpetrator side and a victim side and may widen the existing social
rifts. However, literature and art have room for expressing such social rifts as they can avoid direct expressions. Films are a
type of art. They are a medium of communication that can handle a significantly larger amount of information than other
types of media such as characters, text, images, and sounds. It is of great significance to use films as references in that
they are adopted by pioneers in the work of expressing social rifts and they are highly influential on society.

Certain area studies are adopting not only text and statistical resources but also images, sounds, and landscapes as
sources of information. The significance of this study is that it may contribute to the diversification and development of
methodologies in area studies because it uses films, which consist of a combination of different types of information such
as images, sounds, and text, as its source of information in studying the region.
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Islam and Politics in the Decolonization Process of Southeast Asia

This study focuses on the relationship between Islam, states, and politics in Southeast Asia and reevaluates the process
of post-WWII decolonization. The relationship between Islam and states is currently of major interest to the global
academic community. The modern Western state system and Islam have confronted each other at certain times and
influenced each other at other times. In these ways, the two entities have interacted with each other in political forums in
various regions. Southeast Asian countries where Muslims account for the majority of the population, such as Indonesia
and Malaysia, are no exceptions to this situation. This study defines the period from the end of WWII to the 1970s as
the decolonization/nation-state formation phase. It then analyzes ideologies and movements that supported an Islam-
oriented state and Islam-oriented politics in building a new state. The study focuses on propaganda in Malay, Indonesian,
and people-to-people networks that supported the propaganda. It elucidates how various regions are interrelated with
each other through joint research with scholars specializing in Malaysia and Indonesia. In so doing, the study provides a
new insight into the political and social history of Muslims in Southeast Asia beyond the unit of the state.

Significance of the study:

The significance of this study is that it may provide a new perspective on the political position of Islam in Southeast
Asia. Most existing studies discuss the independence and formation of the nation-state of an individual country solely
from the perspective of nationalism from the end of WWII to the 1970s. However, such a perspective has the following
issues: firstly, it does not allow for focusing on political movements and ideologies that go beyond the state; and secondly,
from this perspective, the shift toward Islam (Islamization) since the 1980s can only be explained by external factors.

Muslims in Southeast Asia speak in common languages, namely Malay and Indonesian, through which they have built
Islamic communities that go beyond national borders. A joint research project by the CIRAS Center on magazines in
Malay shed light on the existence of an Islamic power that pursued building linkages beyond national borders through
the medium of Malay. This study attempts to achieve the following goals based on the joint research project: firstly,
comprehensively understanding Islamic political movements and ideologies in Southeast Asia that were developed
through mutual linkages and mutual referencing while multiple states were being formed; and secondly, elucidating the
lineage of Islamic movements in subsequent times. It is hoped that the findings of this study will help provide new insight
into the overall post-WWII history of the region.

Qalam was first published in 1950 in Singapore and was
widely read among Muslims in the Malay world until it
ceased publication following the death of its founder, Edrus
(Ahmad Lutfi) in 1969. The articles in Qalam provide us with

invaluable information on the activities and thoughts of
Muslims living in the Malay world in the 1950s and 1960s.
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
