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As a result of a great deal of support from many
research institutions and academic communities, the
Center for Southeast Asian Studies (CSEAS), Kyoto
University was designated as one of the Joint Usage/
Research Centers in Inter-Universities of Japan by the
Japanese Ministry of Education, Science and Technology
(MEXT) in April, 2010. This system is promoted
under the aegis of MEXT’s policy for nurturing the
research potential of universities and promoting broad-
based collaboration regardless of the national, public,
and private universities affiliations, in order to further
the development of scholarly investigation in Japan.
Recognition as the Joint Usage/Research Center is due
to CSEAS’s important contribution to Area Studies over
45 years with future expectations as an outstanding and
leading organization in Southeast Asian studies.

At present, the need for Southeast Asian Studies is
dramatically increasing. The area, located in a tropical
region, possesses a wealth of biomass resources
provisioned by an abundant solar energy supply and is
attracting attention as an area that owns new energy
sources which are alternatives to fossil fuels. With
Buddhism as the religious backbone for the majority,
the mainland part acts as a crossroads between the
Indian Hindu world and the Chinese Confucian and
Taoist world, while the insular areas are home to Islam
and Christianity. In all, the coexistence and mutual
enlightenment of multiple cultures and ethnicities are
bringing about dynamic social progress across the region.
The region has also overcome a 30 year period of intense
conflicts and warring between nations and ethnicities;
from the Vietnamese war to the Cambodian civil war and
the Sino-Vietnamese war. Yet now, as ASEAN, the region
is home to more than 600 million people and has become
an important political and economical entity.

CSEAS focuses on the dynamic differences and
diversity that exist within the region, and researches
individual topics and places while simultaneously
conducting comparative and comprehensive studies
necessary to build a more complete picture of the region.
As such, moving forward as a joint research center is for
us, an important responsibility.

In order to bear this responsibility, CSEAS newly
launched “International Program of Collaborative
Research, CSEAS [IPCR-CSEAS]” in April, 2010.
The IPCR-CSEAS, based on this responsibility, plans
to provide new services including; international
collaborative research and the publication of studies for
general application; act as a HUB for sharing research
materials; utilize facilities and equipments such as library,
GIS facilities; and map collection room related to Area
Studies in CSEAS. This annual report introduces the
projects that are currently under way at our center.

Geographical information technologies that are now rapidly
developing have quite a high potential to be applied to area studies
where geographical data collection through field surveys and
analysis of spatial data is commonly conducted. However, there are
many technical problems that prevent the use of such technologies
from being widely disseminating among area study researchers.
For example, it is often too difficult for researchers to handle the
latest geographical information devices in the field because of their
weight, fragility, complicated interfaces and so on.

The Philippines, Indonesia, and Palau, which are neighboring
regions in this area, are targeted as the spring board for this
comparative survey.

Due to the influence of globalization, rural communities in Japan are
experiencing the loss of native cultures and their vitality is disappearing. The
same has also become an issue in Asian developing countries. Recently in
Japan, peoples’ organizations such as NPOs have just started alternative rural
development approaches based on their wisdom and pride to “live out our lives in
our rural communities”. This research will invite counterparts who are involved
in rural development from communities in Bangladesh and Myanmar to conduct
practice-oriented area studies through mutual learning in Japan so that they can
exchange their experience and opinions with Japanese counterparts in order to
help search for solutions to problems. Prof. Khin Oo will be invited as a visiting
research fellow to CSEAS in 2011 to conduct her research on the application of
alternative rural development approaches to agricultural extensions in Myanmar.

The objective of this research is to invite counterparts who are
involved in rural development in communities in Bangladesh and
Myanmar who will conduct practice-oriented area studies through a
mutual learning workshop and PLA in rural Japan with their Japanese
counterparts. Through this, they will learn an alternative rural
development approach based on their wisdom and pride to “live out
our lives in rural communities” and exchange their experience and
opinions with each other.

The significance and expected results of this research will be
to develop “Area Studies as Practical Learning” through action
research so that the scholars can lead to the creation and practice of
an alternative paradigm in area studies such as “Co-working Study”.
This research will conduct PLA and create an international grass-roots
workshop in rural Japan along with counterparts from Bangladesh,
Myanmar and Japan so that they can compare their experience from
each country and establish a grassroots network linking people’s
organizations, NGOs, NPOs and researchers participating in this
action research. Through the results gathered from this research, we
hope to illustrate a new potential of area studies in a practical way.

The Cambodian official gazette, which has periodically compiled various
decrees and personnel changes, is quite an important document for historical
studies on modern and contemporary Cambodia. The Center for Southeast
Asian Studies, Kyoto University possesses its Khmer version issued in
1985. This research project will purchase the French version (1904-1915 and
1945-1973) microfilmed by the National Archives of Cambodia, and integrate the
achievements based on an analysis of the gazette and the results of fieldwork in
order to elucidate the process of state formation and the transformation of local
communities in Cambodia.

Combining the findings deduced from historical documents such
as the official gazette and those of social scientists who have carried
out fieldwork, this research project will scrutinize from a long-term
perspective how the modern state of Cambodia has been constructed
and how state formation has influenced ordinary people’s ways of
living in local societies.

The significance of this project is twofold: The preparation of
documents and the development of methodology in the academic field
of area studies. On one hand, now that the Center for Southeast Asian
Studies owns the Khmer version of the Cambodian official gazette
from 1985, it will be of vital importance for researchers that the
Center store its French version as well: an indispensable document for
comparative studies on the state formation in other Southeast Asian
countries than Cambodia and those on French colonialism and its rule.
On the other hand, we also have a plan to tackle the issues of uniting
studies on written documents and social research and of adopting the
recent progress of area informatics, while discussing and publishing
the results of our research.

Previous studies on Cambodia have not fully explored the contents
of the official gazette, so it is hoped that the project members will
publish highly original articles. Furthermore, this project will revisit
the process of forming modern societies and rejuvenate area studies
on Southeast Asia, because Cambodia has a unique experience of state
formation and the transformation of local communities twice over
owing to breaking off under the Pol Pot regime.

Despite the importance of analyzing spatial patterns of resource
uses in regional studies, they have not been fully studied due to the
lack of methodology suitable for fieldwork.

The most significant result expected from this project is the
development of a tool for resource sharing in Southeast Asian Studies
related materials which can become a model program in Area Studies.
The libraries of Southeast Asian Studies have long been suffering from
the absence of a sufficient online union catalog with original scripts to
learn holding information on periodicals in various Southeast Asian
languages. This lack of tools has limited the capacity of libraries in
several ways.

This project will create an online database of bibliography of
Southeast Asian Studies Related Periodicals —Union List in Japan-
(2009) which provides holding information in 108 libraries and
information centers in Japan on 432 core journals on Southeast Asia
Studies selected by both librarians and area specialists. This database
will contribute as a first step toward more collaborate works and
resources sharing among Southeast Asian Studies related libraries.

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Comparative Research on People’s Participation in Local Governance: Thailand, the Philippines and Indonesia

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Through research on people’s participation in local governance in Thailand,
the Philippines and Indonesia, this research expects to identify several patterns
which possibly affect the performance of local government. This will be
conducted through a large-scale local government survey research in 3 countries
which is planned for FY2011.

In regards to Thailand, survey data conducted in FY2006 is already available.
So, in this research project, that data will be analyzed and processed in research
meetings.

On the other hand, with regards to the Philippines and Indonesia, field research
will be conducted to identify important variables which affect local governance.
After field research, several meetings will be held to analyze the research results.
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The purpose of this research is to find out how people’s participation
in local governance affects its quality and, by doing so, identify its
factors, patterns and constraints in 3 decentralizing countries, namely
Thailand, the Philippines and Indonesia. In this research, in-depth
interview research shall be done in several localities to find out what
factors on the part of local residents possibly determine the quality of
local governance.

Past research was roughly divided into 2 types. The first research
type mainly focused on the legal aspects of local government and
local finance. This type was interested in formal institutions, such
as central-local relationships, the internal management of local
government and so forth. The second type was mainly interested
in more practical issues, such as the role of NGO/NPO in poverty
alleviation, people’s participation in local community, and so
forth. The latter type of research is also often associated with local
government.

While this research is trying to connect these 2 types of research
in one sense, it intends to be the preparation for the above-mentioned
large-scale local government survey research, which will be conducted
in FY 2011. This is due to the hypothesis that the performance of local
government is determined by the quality of people’s participation.

With survey research, it is important to identify several patterns
of people’s participation. In this research, we hope to identify several
typical patterns and variables in Indonesia and the Philippines.
With regards to Thailand, un-utilized survey data conducted in FY
2006 shall be processed and analyzed, such as local development
plan initiatives, the degree of access of local residents to cope with
environmental issues, and so forth.

The main objectives of the project are to publish basic data
collections on the “Social Dynamics in Southeast Asian Maritime
World/s,” through accumulation and analytical reconstruction of raw
data such as digitized census, GIS or the field records on maritime
Southeast Asia in CSEAS, and to provide an academic foundation
with research on maritime Southeast Asia in order to integrate their
findings and also to facilitate the comparative area studies on the
dynamics of maritime worlds. Since the basic data collections include

This project takes peranakan, one of the people-grouping concepts
in the Malay world, and attempts to develop the concept as a
framework for people-grouping. Cosmopolitanism emerged in efforts
to overcome the limitations of people-grouping with nationality and
ethnicity which employs exclusive boundaries among people. But
the cosmopolitanism which freed people from nativity assumes a
self-reliance of people which not everyone is equipped to deal with.
Peranakan shares a similarity with cosmopolitanism in that it does not
emphasize the exclusive boundaries of people, yet it is different from
cosmopolitanism because peranakan is based on a certain territory
and hence has locality. It is expected that the concept of peranakan,
which originated from Southeast Asia, will develop as a framework
for people-grouping in the world.

The Bago river in Myanmar
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There is a significant history of the kingdom of Myanmar and of
expanding human activities, however, field study and research results
of the natural environmental change of the Ayeyarwady River Basin
have been scarce in the past decades. In this study, we will try to
do a specific geological and physical geographical study to clarify
disturbances over the land of a large river watershed, utilizing the
deposition characteristics of high tides, tsunamis and storm surges
and also looking at remarkable flooding in the study area. We will
also look at the fluvial geomorphology, and conduct a high-resolution
analysis for natural environmental changes in the large delta area in
Monsoon Asia.

Although similar fisheries species are utilized in Southeast Asian Countries,
fishing methods, trade systems and consumption methods of sea products
are quite diverse.

In Southeast Asian countries facing the South China Sea, some
common fish, e.g., Sardine, Scads, Mackerel, and so forth are widely
used. However, the fishing methods and trade systems are quite
different among countries. The different situations regarding cold
chain systems and market accesses, post harvest treatments and price
making systems are quite different among different areas. These
differences derive from the mismatches of regional awareness of the
effective utilization of fish resources and attitudes towards sustainable
resource management among remote areas. Hence in this project, we
will try to compile detailed data and information regarding fisheries
resource utilizations, awareness of uses regarding fishery activities
and its products, and current management systems from field surveys.
Then, we will clarify the important aspects, data and information for
rational and practicable sustainable resource management through
careful consideration and comparison of the data and information.

The main research areas of this project are the Gulf of Thailand
which is a typical area in the continental area, and Panay Island in the
Philippines which is a typical island area. Careful consideration of
the current situations among these areas will provide us with a good
understanding of the important aspects for rational and practicable
resource management of marine resources which are common over a
wide area of Asian countries.

We expect that the results of our project will strike a note of warning
against current attitudes and offer an evaluation of development in
which mere economic growth is highlighted. We hope that we can
lead to a new standard of harmonization between development and

conservation in coastal areas.

The objectives of this study are to investigate the mechanisms
through which the rural households who come across unpredicted
shocks cope with damages caused by such shocks and how they
mitigate the impacts on the household economy through informal risk
pooling measures, focusing on “social networks”, “community based
fund raising activity; Sangaha-tine”, and “remittances from family
members”.

Existing studies have already uncovered that gift exchange and
quasi-credit among relatives and friends, a custom of community
based mutual help, or remittances from family members played
important roles in risk-pooling of rural households. However, how
each of these three factors mutually affect the other factors, have never
been examined by those studies. In addition, the effect of each factor
on risk-pooling has a regional difference.

This study differs from the existing studies in that we take into
consideration the mutual interaction of these three factors and
their regional characteristics. Therefore, we believe this study can
contribute to the progress of study on risk-pooling.

Finally, it is hoped that the findings of this study can be applied to
design more efficient poverty reduction programs (eg. micro-insurance
program).

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Rural societies in various parts of Asia, based on their ‘proto
types’ formulated through their long historical process, have
recently experienced a large transformation through rapid economic
development, urbanization and the progress of aging, and so forth. In
East Asia, the proto type of ‘peasant society’ (tight community formed
by peasants) established in the pre-modern era, brought about hard-
working habits among people and affected even the organizational
structure of modern non-agricultural enterprises, and thus had a
decisive power in determining identical historical development paths
different from Western countries. In South Asia, the question of how
the proto type of ‘job and entitlement distribution’ in rural society
based on castes is transforming, and is now being paid much closer
attention amidst rapid economic development and urbanization. In
Southeast Asia ‘open’ and ‘loosely structured’ rural societies were
formed in small population situations, and are now slowly changing
under decentralization policies and rural development policies in the
midst of economic development and urbanization. We have a rather big
ambition to establish an academic field of ‘Comparative Rural Social
Structures in wider Regions of Asia’ through this research project, and
after two years we plan to publish our research results as a book or a
special issue in some international academic journal.
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An example of the present condition of Pol Pot canals in Cambodia. The Pol Pot
regime built a lot of irrigation canals during 1975-79, but most of them have been
abandoned since 1979.
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“Urbanization and Sustainable Development of Hanoi” aims to clarify human
behavior and society of urban Hanoi together with studies on natural terrain,
environment, subsurface structure in the Red River delta in Vietnam. In order to
carry out the project, an area-informatics approach will be introduced based on
spatiotemporal analyses by adding historical research on the transformation from
the traditional city form to its present "Modern age" city formation since the 19th
century. In particular, this IPCR program project aims to examine the aspects of
"Water" and “Geologic Structure” from the view point of sustainable development
in Hanoi.

The project has two aims; (1) to clarify the urbanization and
transformation of Hanoi with separating three periods such as before
1873, being under French colonial, and after French colonial periods
for the process of transition and transformation in local communities
associated with village location, boundary, and facilities; (2) to analyze
aspects of human and social behavior by integrating features on the
ground, the surface, and the subsurface structures based on the studies
on natural terrain and environment, phenomenon, and underground
structure, and the Red River delta with analyses of the geological
features on the boring investigations of the hydrological environment
and the Red River embankment construction. In particular, this project
focuses on the hydrological environment in Hanoi during 15 years
since 1995 to analyze the dynamism of human behavior associated
with the water control system and water routes in the subsurface
structure. This project seeks a sustainable way of thinking about
aspects of the urban development.

In past urban studies, most focused on individual and independent
discussion on the physical environment and its accumulation, human
behavior, phenomenon, and so on for urban areas. Therefore, this
project will contribute to providing an integrated clarification for urban
studies adding the natural environment, natural terrain, and the social
environment on to a historical axis (time axis) to a spatial aspect. It is
hoped that this research will lead to the creation of a new paradigm in
area studies through integrating historical space, micro-topographical
change, the subsurface structure, and urban foundations.

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This research is a feasibility study aiming at a comprehensive evaluation of
the next generation remote conference system used for the international training
program of UNESCO-IHP (International Hydrological Program).
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Conventional video conference systems connect one room to another room.
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In order to strengthen the quality of international collaborative
research in Asia, it is necessary to provide an infrastructure for
daily-basis research communication among research sites that
are geographically scattered throughout Asia. Nevertheless,
communication tools such as conventional remote conference
connections are costly to maintain. This research therefore aims at
evaluating how to best use the next generation remote conference
system comprehensively in a situation of research communication.
This remote conference system provides a direct connection between
a technical training program and the participant’s personal computers
around the world, so that participants can easily access lectures or
meetings along with training materials.

This next generation remote conference system allows remote
meetings and training without any special equipped conference room
or any travel cost. Participants are individually directly connected to
a virtual communication site, allowing for a more active participation
than through a conventional room-based meeting system.

How can such theoretical differences change the user’s experience?
What are the benefits and drawbacks of this particular remote
conference system in terms of economic efficiency, flexibility and
technological availability? Through such an evaluation, we can
determine how we can best use this technology as a communication
infrastructure for international collaborative research.

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Indigenizing Colonial Knowledge: The Formation of Pan-Malay Identity in British Malaya
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Seda Naoki (Graduate School of Global Studies, Tokyo University of Foreign Studies)
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Sejarah Alam Melayu (vol.1), a history
textbook used at Malay schools and
training colleges in British Malaya.
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This study (in English) examines the origins and development of pan-Malay
identity in British Malaya in terms of the indigenization of colonial knowledge.
More specifically, it looks into the following questions: (1) how did history
textbook writers construct and transmit the images of the Malay world? and (2)
how did Ibrahim Haji Yaacob, a Malay-educated school teacher and prominent
pan-Malay nationalist, reorganize and appropriate them for his own political
purpose?

The purpose of the publication of this study is to provide a
fresh perspective of the transmission and appropriation of colonial
knowledge in order to examine why modern school education, which
had been introduced as a tool of colonial rule, promoted the awakening
of ethno-national consciousness as an unintended consequence. For
this purpose, it focuses on the interrelations between Malay-medium
education and the formation of pan-Malay identity in British Malaya.

The publication of this study has the following significance.
First, as mentioned above, this study will be important as a study of
intellectual history that sheds light on aspects of the indigenization
of colonial knowledge in the formation of ethno-national identity in
the colonial world. Second, it might also be significant in the field
of Southeast Asian area studies. It attempts to reveal the process
of the formation of the conception of an area, that is, the “Malay
world,” which could cover the whole area of maritime Southeast Asia,
focusing on intellectual interaction between the colonizers and the
colonized. Third, this study might also possess some significance in
the field of Malaysian studies. The principle of national integration in
modern Malaysia can be summarized as a multi-ethnic collaboration
on the premise that Malays and other Bumiputeras are given a special
position. This study might help us understand the formation of these
official ethnic categories in Malaysia.

The publication of this study in English would thus contribute the
development of studies of intellectual history, Southeast Asian area
studies and Malaysian studies not only in Japan but also in the other
parts of the world, particularly in Southeast Asia.

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Fishing and Subsistence Strategies in the Celebes Sea: Ethno-Archaeological Approach to Area Studies
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Ono Rintaro (School of Marine Science and Technology, Tokai University)
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Fishing in coral reefs by Sama people (Eastern Coast of Borneo Island)
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This publication (in Japanese) investigates the history of marine exploitation
and the development of subsistence strategies in the Celebes Sea as one of
the maritime worlds that exist in Insular Southeast Asia. The Celebes Sea is a
conceptual zone based on a historical and ecological background which includes
Borneo Island in Malaysia, Mindanao Island in Philippines, and Sulawesi Island in
Indonesia, together with two small islands groups as Sulu Islands in Philippines
and Sangihe-Talaud Islands in Indonesia. The temporal framework of this
publication covers a period from the late Pleistocene to Holocene until present
times, but mainly focuses after Neolithic times corresponding to the history of the
Austronesian speaking people who are currently the major population stretching
across Insular Southeast Asia and Oceania.

The purposes of this publication are; (1) to innovate methodology
for Area Studies by employing an ethno-archaeological and ethno-
historical approach in Insular Southeast Asia, (2) to provide solid
and basic data of prehistoric and historic marine exploitation and
subsistence strategies based on intensive excavations and analysis
of faunal remains, (3) to investigate modern marine exploitation and
subsistence strategies of some groups including Sama (Bajau) in
the Celebes Sea based on intensive ethnological surveys, and (4) to
provide ecological and historical models of past to present subsistence
strategies in the Celebes Sea by combining archaeological, historical,
and ethnological data in Insular Southeast Asia and also Oceania.

With these purposes in mind, the publication makes clear that
the intensive use of inshore resources has been a major character of
fishing and subsistence strategies from prehistoric to present times
in the Celebes Sea, saving more labour time for exploiting terrestrial
and agricultural resources which have been more unstable than
marine resources. The intensive use of inshore resources has been also
observed after trading and colonial times to the present as in the case
of Sama fishing. However, the main factor of such inshore exploitation
in later times is tightly related to the importance and high value of
inshore resources as commercial goods connected with Chinese
trading, and there have been drastic structural changes in subsistence
strategies between early (Neolithic) times and later times.

Besides these results, the significance of this publication is; (1) its
attempt to combine Southeast Asian studies and Pacific studies as
Area Studies of the maritime world with a long-time perspective of
human history, and (2) its attempt to employ an ethno-archaeological
approach for Area Studies in Insular Southeast Asia.
